From the 1960s to present, a Japanese poet,
Tanikawa Shuntaro has been creating as many
as 200 picture books collaborating with various
painters and photographers. This exhibition
features about 20 picture books to introduce his
great variety of creations, original illustrations
of the picture books, videos that contain
pictures and words in motion, readings and
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sounds, a giant picture roll and newly written installation works. This is an interesting
exhibition with a popping-out world of picture books that everyone from children to adults
can enjoy.
